ARRIVALS INFORMATION
Welcome to the Weymouth and Portland National Sailing Academy. Upon arrival please use the automatic vehicle gate situated past the academy main building on the left hand side. This gate requires an access code which you punch into a key pad situated on the driver’s side by the gate. Your access code is (your coaches will be emailed this code to pass on, or you can contact the academy main reception to obtain it) On busy weekends you will be met by a member of staff once you have gone through gate 4 who can direct you. You will need to un-hook your boat and walk it into the dinghy park as this is a non-vehicle area, you will then have allocated areas within the dinghy park for your training group, please do not enter other training groups areas and keep to your own if you are unsure where this is there will be a map at reception and on the notice board as you come in the reception doors. All vehicles must then reside to the main car parks, this is for the safety of all pedestrians onsite and to avoid any potential accidents.
Caravans/campervans

If you are camping with us then please report to reception to collect your permit and handbook.  You will be able to use the same access code to gain entry into the campervan area.
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Departure 

As you leave the gates will automatically open and will not require a code.

This gate system has been put in place to make sure that all boats and equipment are kept secure at all times. All other vehicle entrance gates will be locked in order to keep a high level of security on site.
The gate system works very well, however the gates are sensitive and will stop immediately if you try to drive to close to the gate, or drive through it when it is not fully opened. If you come to the gates and they do not seem to be working, please check that the two red emergency stop buttons on either side of the gates have not been pushed in. These buttons disable the gates and stop them immediately but often get pressed in confusion.
