Arrival
Please report to the main academy office to register and inform us of your contact details whilst onsite.  

Access gates
Access to the academy site will be via the electric gates using a keypad code that you can obtain from reception. You can contact the academy in advance to gain the weekend code prior to arrival. Gate four will be used for boat drop off only. All vehicles MUST BE kept in the main car park to the side of the building or in the overspill car park opposite. Pedestrian access will be through gate two using the same weekend code. 

Meals

If your group is booked for meals, please ensure they arrive at the cafeteria at the arranged time. Packed lunches can be made available early to take on the water if required, but the time must be agreed with the catering manager in advance. Only food bought from WPNSA can be consumed in the cafeteria. The cafeteria will be open from 08:30-18:00 unless instructed other wise. 

Opening hours 

Unless otherwise booked, our standard opening hours are 9:00-5:00 (Monday-Friday), 8am-6pm (Saturdays), 8am-5:00pm (Sundays). It is no problem to extend these hours but we must know in advance (via the booking form). Once the building is locked and the alarms are set, the duty manager will be off site.

Lecture rooms

Please ensure lights are off and the windows closed when you leave the rooms. If equipment is left in the rooms please ensure the doors are locked. Please make sure all rubbish is placed in the bins provided and cutlery/mugs/trays ect are returned to the cafeteria. 
Drying room/changing facilities  

The drying room Is located opposite changing room2. This room will be left open for your convenience. Wet kit can be left overnight, please note this is done at your own risk. Sailors must not leave kit in the changing rooms, at any time kit must either be left in the lockers provided or the drying room. For lost property please enquire at reception. 

Slippery floors 

Please be careful on the floors in the cafeteria, the balcony, the lecture rooms and the ramp between the event hall and the changing rooms. Caution required as these floors are extremely slippery when wet. This has been flagged up as urgent with the contractors. It is hoped these floors will be resurfaced in the near future, but in the mean time please take care. 

Rules and regulations

It is the responsibility of all academy users to read and comply with the WPNSA rules and regulations handbook. Copies of these are available at reception. Please respect all academy users, Dogs are not permitted in the academy building but you are welcome to bring them onsite as long as they are on a lead.

Departure

When departing please sign out at reception and agree to the changes/charges on the booking form. This is very important to ensure accurate invoicing to reception and complete a feedback form.
